Burial Fees

The Clerk reported that she had met with an engineer to look at the wall and report on the possible repairs.  The letter had arrived today and therefore she had not read the content but initial indications would suggest the work would cost in the region of 10s of thousands to repair.
The Clerk would approach another engineer in order to compare costs.  The possibility of getting grant aid was also discussed.
A memorial tree had been planted in memory of the last master at the original Deanhill Hospital.

9 ST MARY’S CHURCHYARD
The silver birch at the end of the churchyard looked as though it was leaning.  The Clerk was asked to get in touch with the tree man at Herefordshire Council.

There was some work on inscriptions needed doing on the War Memorial and the Clerk would find out whether any grants were available to help.  Cllr Lucas would get quotes.

The Town Clerk had approached both Property Services and Planning at Herefordshire Council.  Property Services would look at leasing a part of the land if Planning agree to a structure being built.  Planning required a sketch of what was proposed.  The Clerk was asked to speak with the architect to draw up plans for submission.
