SHAPING OUR PLACE 2026 FOLLOW ON CONSULTATION




Cllr Dr Jane Roberts had drafted the following reply which was endorsed by the committee for recommendation to Full Council.

Ross-on-Wye Town Council supports the preferred spatial policy option for Ross-on-Wye. We strongly support the policy of infill and increasing housing density within the town but recognise that some greenfield development will be needed in the plan period.  Although we would still prefer more dispersed developments outside the existing town envelope the Town Council believes Hildersley is a much more suitable site for greenfield development than Overross.  We support the reasoning given in the Draft Preferred Options for preferring Hildersley to Overross.

The Town Council welcomes the congruence of many of the Shaping our Place objectives with this of the Ross Town Plan.  We particularly welcome:

· The commitment to require a 40% affordable housing on developments of  15 homes

· The intention to use developer contributions to enhance community facilities.   

The Ross Town Plan was recently published after a three year consultation programme with households in Ross Town and Ross Rural parishes.  The Town Council commends the Town Plan and hopes that it will be used to guide decisions on the use to which developer contributions will be put. 

We note that the current parish boundaries do not provide a unified voice for the Ross conurbation.  The proposed expansion of housing and industry beyond the Town council boundary lends weight to the case for a review to be undertaken of community governance in the Ross area.

There being no further business, the Chairman closed the meeting at 7.25pm.
