SIGNAGE WORKING PARTY

Copies of a draft report and appendices,  prepared by Cllr Bartrum,   were circulated to councillors for consideration.  A number of surveys had been undertaken on the usefulness of signs and finger posts.  David Dawson, Civic Society, had drawn up a proposal based on the premise that there were unlimited funds available.
